ADMISSION CRITERIA FOR A LEVEL
· Admission criteria and policies are established to maintain the required standards of the school.
· A Level is a full two years programme i.e. Year 12 and Year 13. 
· Students seeking admission in PISJ-ES are required to enter in Y12 i.e. AS level. Please be noted that admissions will not be entertained for Y13 i.e. for the 2nd year of A levels.

The minimum academic criteria for admission in Pakistan International School include: 

· Credentials documenting prerequisite academic work that gives evidence of ability to pursue A level program in your chosen area (i.e. Statement of Results and 3 previous Reports from previous schools – only for full time students).
· An earned 2-year IGCSE or equivalent degree from an accredited school or college prior to beginning A level studies. 

· A student must provide proof of taking English, Urdu, Mathematics, and either of the 3 sciences or 3 commerce subjects at IGCSE or equivalent level.

· All applicants must have achieved at least a grade B in English and Mathematics.
· At minimum, a cumulative average equivalent to Grade B or above in all Sciences and Grade C or above in all Commerce Subjects. 
· Students opting for Business Studies and Economics may be asked to sit for In-school English Proficiency Entrance Exam and achieve minimum grade of B. 

· Students with IGCSE Core Curriculum do not qualify for A levels entry. 

· No provisional admission for students who are awaiting results statement or re-sitting in Oct/Nov sessions. In addition, applicants should possess personal qualities which include discipline, good communication skills (speaking and listening) and well behaved manners. These personal qualities are judged by consideration of written recommendations provided by the candidate from the previous school. Existing school students must also have written recommendations from their respective subject teachers.

· Student must opt for minimum 3 three subjects in A levels.

· Combination of Sciences and Commerce is not allowed due to the structure of the timetable. 

· Once a subject has been selected, no applications of switching or dropping a subject will be taken into consideration. 

· It is compulsory for all the students to take external AS examinations at the end of Y12 and achieve minimum of grade C in all the subjects. 
· AS syllabus will not be repeated in Y13. Students will have to do independent revision incase they wish to re-sit for AS in Y13.
· Student will not be allowed to repeat the same year level consecutively for two years and will be automatically withdrawn from school after unsuccessfully completing the level for the 2nd time.

· Recommendation letters will only be given to students upon completion of Year 13 and upon advance notice of minimum 15 working days.

d. AS students must pass all the subjects with a minimum 50% or above in order to continue their 2nd year of A level programme.

e. If a student misses his/her exam or is caught cheating, his/her paper will be cancelled and ‘U’ will appear in his/her report card.
f. No student will be registered for CIE Oct/Nov session from the school.
g. Students who have not yet cleared IGCSE/Equivalent examination will not be admitted in A level programme.

h. Final admission is left solely at the discretion of administration.
